Biblicallyò seminars.  We listened and learned 

as Nancy Murray reminded us of Godôs way of 

relating to us and to one another in love.  We 

learned from Godôs Word as we read, studied, 

watched peacemaker parables on DVD and 

prayed together.  God has poured out his love 

and gifts on us as a family and we are ever 

grateful!  Our Staff Parish Relations Committee 

will be following up on these seminars in the 

next few weeks so look for more information on 

how to nurture a culture of peacemaking.  

Nancy provided this short summary for us: 
 

RESPONDING TO CONFLICT  
BIBLICALLY SUMMARY 

 

When I find myself in a conflict situation: 
 

1. Pray and ask God to soften my heart, 
open my eyes and spirit as to how He 
might be glorified in this.  
 

2. Review the Memory Verses to see what 
God says. 

 

3. Prayerfully decide whether to overlook 
the offense.  If so, make sure I use the 4    
Promises of Forgiveness to do so.   

 
4. If I decide not to overlook the offense,     

prepare for a one-on-one meeting with     
the other person to reconcile the             
relationship first and then to negotiate     
mutually agreeable solutions.  Make 
sure I stay on top of the Slippery Slope 

in the personal peacemaking area.  Do 
not discuss the offense with others.   

 
5. Prepare for the meeting by asking     

myself  questions in regards to the Four 
Gôs. 

 

a) Glorify God - How can I please and 
honor God in this situation? 

b) Get the log out of my eye ï How 
might I have contributed to this   
conflict?  Be prepared to confess 
using the 7 Aôs of Confession. 

c) Gently restore - How can I lovingly 
serve the other person by helping 
them to take responsibility for their 
contribution to this matter?  Make 
sure I speak the truth in love. 

d) Go and be reconciled ï How can I          
demonstrate the forgiveness of   
God and encourage a reasonable 
solution to this conflict, looking to 
one anotherôs interests?  Use the 4 
Promises of Forgiveness.   

 
6.  When the conflict cannot be resolved    

 in this private manner, take another 
 Christian brother or sister who will help 
 settle the matter in a Biblical way,     
 holding each party accountable in their 
 words and actions to Godôs Word.   

 
7. Give God the glory in the process and let 

Him continue to do His work in me.
