 ñPractice what you preachò is an expression   

that Iôve known since childhood.  However, as your    

pastor and one, who by the grace of God is         

committed to proclaiming Godôs Word Sunday   

after Sunday, ñpractice what you preachò is never 

far from my thoughts.  Sometimes the message that 

comes to me is, ñHow can you teach or preach that, 

and then continue to do _____________________?ò  

Well, such a message came to me at the end of our 

Vacation Bible School. 

 On each night of VBS, during the Bible 

Story time, I acted as the storyteller.  We began    

our time together in one room where I talked to our 

children about the Scripture.  Then I invited them to 

dress in clothing appropriate for Bible times and we 

ñtraveledò to the Bible adventure room that had 

been prepared to look like the location where the 

Bible story took place. 

 On the second night of VBS, I excitedly  

told the children that we had been invited to a   

Phariseeôs house for a dinner party.  We dressed   

for the occasion and walked to the Bible adventure 

room where we were greeted by the Pharisee, played 

by Bill Church, and invited to sit down on any of the 

chairs. 

 The chairs ranged from very comfortable to 

some that were definitely not desirable for sitting.  

The children filled the chairs and then Jesus, played 

by Rodney Vardiman, Sr., came in and asked the 

children about their reasons for sitting in the chairs 

that they were in.  The children were then asked to 

change seats, giving the comfortable chairs to those 

who had been in the least comfortable places and 

vice versa. 

 Then Jesus told the parable found in Luke 

14:7-11.  He talked to the children about ñhumilityò 

and letting others have the best instead of taking it 

for yourself.  In this way you will show honor to 

God and to others.  You always wonder if children 

are learning from these Scriptures in Action, but    

do we as adults also ask ourselves, ñWhat are you 

learning about humility and giving the best to      

others?ò 

 On the Sunday morning following VBS, as  

I was pulling into the parking lot, suddenly, I heard 

this parable replay in my thoughts and the old     

expression, ñpractice what you preachò.  Another 

message came to me, ñNaomi, look at where you 

park your car every Sunday!ò  Now my usual    

parking spot, the one I have used for over four 

years, is the best parking place in our parking lot.  

Itôs convenient, right beside the sidewalk and close 

to the door. 

 But how could I teach our children about 

letting others have the most comfortable chairs, 

when Iôm taking the most ñcomfortable parking 

placeò?  Practice what you preach, pastor!  So, I 

unloaded my car and then parked it at the end of the 

parking lot.  I plan to make this my Sunday habit:  to 

leave that convenient parking place for you when 

you need it; or a visitor; or when youôre trying to get 

your children out of car seats and into church. 

 I pray that Holy Spirit will continue to bring 

to my mind the teachings of Jesus for I want more 

than anything to bring honor and glory to God.  And 

I want to practice what I preach!
